When the board was first played declarer ruffed the opening lead, cashed the ♦A and ♦K. He next took the ♣A and led another ♣. East won with the ♣9 and led another ♠. North ruffed and ruffed another ♣ with dummy’s last trump. West over-ruffed and East subsequently won the ♣Q to defeat the contract.
The bottom line:

· The most important principle in handling two-suiters is to establish the side-suit early, and this would have saved North in this deal. North should cash the ♣A at trick two, lead a ♥ to the ♥A and return a ♣. West cannot gain by ruffing, and if East wins and shifts to a trump then North wins in hand and ruffs a ♣ with the ♦K. He then ruffs a ♠ and ruffs a another ♣ with dummy’s last low trump. The defence can get only one ♣ and one trump.
And what happened at the Pattaya bridge club? 5♦= twice. 5♣=, 5♠*(W)-2, 4♠(W)-2 twice, 2♠(W)-1, 5♦-2 and 5♦-1.

3♥, a super-accept. With a maximum and four trumps you want to be in game if partner has a decent 6-7 points and if he has less then the Law of Total Tricks indicated to bid (and stop the opponents from competing).
Hand B:
2♥. This hand is equally strong as hand A and many will disagree with me here and super-accept with three good trumps. I, however, prefer to have four trumps. (I am a great believer in the LAW).
Hand C:
Pass, and pass partner’s expected re-opening double. If you cannot rely on partner to re-open with an ‘automatic’ re-opening double then I guess you have to bid 2NT or gamble with 3NT? – or find a partner who understands Negative Doubles??
Hand D:
3♣ or 2NT (both minors). If you double (penalties) this is bound to turn out badly as partner will almost certainly pull it to 2♥. 2♣ (conventional for the majors) is a psyche if it shows both majors even if subsequently followed by 3♣.

Hand E:
Double. This is ‘automatic’ to me, Dave, Jeremy, Eddie and many more who almost always re-open with a double (as partner may have a penalty hand). I believe that members of the other school of thought, who believe that a re-opening double is similar to a take-out double (Janne, Paul Q), will also find this double pretty obvious (presumably for another reason- that it is playable in the other two suits?).
