(1) What did you bid with this North hand A in this week’s quiz? Now I will sometimes bid 1NT with a good singleton in partner’s suit – but only if there is no other easy bid. I believe  that at least one player chose 1NT, I prefer my partner’s 2♣ bid.

(2) What did you bid with this North hand A in this week’s quiz? I know that one player chose 2♥ - 4th suit forcing and they obviously arrived in 3NT. But I do not consider this hand good enough for a presumably game forcing 2♥ bid and I also don’t like it as only one ♥ stop will probably not be enough. Again, the descriptive bid is my choice, i.e. an invitational 3♦.

Anyway onto the defensive problem, do you play the ♦K or the ♦2? The answer is that it is unlikely that declarer would lead the ♦Q when he holds the ♦A – he would go to dummy and finesse. In addition, the biding strongly suggests that declarer has five ♦’s (with 1444 he would probably open 1♣ and/or rebid 1NT). Translation: partner is very likely to have a stiff  ♦A, so play the ♦2!

If you duck the ♦, partner wins and you can clear the ♥’s and the contract is defeated.

And what happened at the Pattaya bridge club? 3NT+2, 3NT= three times, and three ♣ partscores.

the rule of 20”.

Had North exited with a low ♦ after cashing the three ♠’s, declarer would almost certainly have failed, but this did not look safe from North’s point of view so he exited with his 4th ♠. West won and played the ♣’s straight away, going two down.

There is no rush to tackle the ♣’s. After taking the ♠J, West should play a ♥ to the ♥Q, if the finesse loses the contract is still safe if the ♣’s divide 3-2. When the ♥Q holds declarer can safety play the ♣’s by running the ♣9.

And what happened at the Pattaya bridge club? Nobody bid 3NT! 4♥ got doubled and went for 800 and all the rest were in various partscores.

The bottom lines:

Before staking everything on a 3-2 break in a critical suit, consider whether you can test another suit first, which is successful, will allow you to take a safety play against a 4-1 break in your main suit.

(2)  What did you bid with this East hand D in this week’s? This is OK if you play it as invitational, but that is not a very good treatment as 3♠ is best played as a pre-emptive raise.

(3) Believing partner to have a weak hand, West passes of course. 
Expert:
(2)
This is the best bid in answer to question D, an Unassuming Cue Bid showing a sound raise to the three level or better. Remember, partner has only overcalled at the one level and may have only 8 or so points and so 3♠ may be too high.
(4) Now West has enough information for an easy game bid.

And what happened? Nobody bid the good 4♠ game. Two reached the slightly 3NT game and others played in a ♠ or ♦ partscore.
The bottom lines:

· Play the Unassuming Cue bid when raising partner. This allows you to stop low at the two level when overcaller has a weak overcall and also allows for pre-emptive raises (to the three or four level) to make life difficult for opener.
A minor suit slam

And what happened? Nobody bid 6♦: 6NT-1 five times, 4NT+1 once.
The bottom lines:

· A good 4-4 fit often makes an extra trick; it’s usually not worth finding a minor suit 4-4 fit for game, but it is when going for slam.
Bidding Quiz Answers
Hand A:
2♣. Bid out the shape – there is no need to distort the hand with 1NT when you have an easy descriptive bid. 

Hand B:
3♦, showing invitational values. The hand is not good enough for 2♥ 4th suit forcing and with a singleton ♥ it is also not suitable for the bid as partner probably needs two stops.

Hand C:
1♥. This is what Ron Klinger says: “a light but acceptable first-seat opening. 

It complies with the rule of 20 and the more sophisticated rule of 22…”. 

For me (Terry) it’s a clear 1st seat opener as it complies with the rule of 20 and the points are in the long suits – it’s too good for a non-vul 2♥ in my style. 

Hand D:
2♥, an Unassuming Cue Bid, showing a sound raise to 3♠ or better. Remember, partner has only overcalled at the one level and may have only eight or so points and so 3♠ may be too high. Also, 3♠ here is best played as a pre-emptive raise to make life difficult for opener. Note that 2♦ is not a good bid as you want to support ♠’s and most play that 2♦, a change of suit opposite an overcall, is not forcing.
